Text A  Tourism
The tourist industry has become one of the most important economic influences of modern times. Tourism has been one of the fastest growing industries in recent years. In fact, the growth rate of tourism, including that of both international tourism and internal tourism or domestic tourism, has generally exceeded the growth rate of the worldwide economy. Sometimes it seems as though a new resort area springs up everyday wherever there are sun and sea.
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Tourism is a relatively new phenomenon in the world. Since being away from home is a necessary component of tourism, its development as a mass industry depended on modern means of rapid and inexpensive transportation. Tourism as we know it today began with the building of the railroads in the 19th century. In fact, the words tourism and tourist themselves were not used for the first time until about 1800.  The first tour in the modern sense was put together by Thomas Cook in England in 1841, and the name of Thomas Cook and Sons has remained one of the prominent names in the tourist industry. Steamships also increased tourism, especially across the North Atlantic, the major route of modern tourism. The automobile and the airplane in still more recent times have also become major modes of transportation for recreational purposes. The greatest growth in international tourism has taken place only since the end of World War Ⅱ in l945, and has paralleled the growth of air transportation.
The tourist industry is not a single entity. It consists of many different kinds of enterprises that offer different services to the traveler, such as transportation, accommodations, catering, tour operators, travel agents, and so on. In many countries, tourism has become the most important earner of foreign exchange. The significance of tourism has been recognized in both developed and developing countries and has given rise to much study and research worldwide. 

Firstly, the word “tourism” refers to one form of leisure activity. Like sports, hobbies and pastimes, it is supposed to renew our vigor and strength for the workdays and is a discretionary use of our leisure time. Secondly, tourism involves travel, or moving away from work and home. For some people, it means to have a vacation, to find relaxation from tension and to be removed from a ringing telephone. And thirdly, tourism usually though not necessarily incurs money expenditure. When one travels away form home, it is necessary for him to use a certain means of transportation and to have food and shelter if he is away for more than one day. As a result, a lot of people have developed a thriving business catering to tourists. In a word, tourism is a movement of people that give rise to a variety of economic activities.

The tourism department operates tourism information offices in many origin countries. A tourism information office promotes, or builds travel destination country through advertising and special promotional activities. For example, representatives of the information offices give brochures about vacations, the destination country, and special tours to travel agents in the origin country.

Travel literature is given out to many people in the foreign countries. It is used to help travel agents sell tours to the destination country. Many people in origin countries go to lectures or meetings set up by travel agencies to learn about vacations in the destination country. Tourism information office employees attend these meetings to give out literature and answer questions about their country.

Recent years have seen a tendency in China that tourism is growing faster. According to a recent survey made by some experts, about 47% urban residents travel regularly, and 28% rural residents also make their tour across the country. The survey also shows that more people are interested in tourism, and will join the army in the future. 

China is now an attractive destination for tourists the world over. According to the China National Tourism Administration，the number of foreign visitors to China went from 300,000 in 1978 to 22 million in 2006, excluding arrivals from Hong Kong, Macau, and Taiwan.

The year 2007 alone China’s tourism industry generated about $78 billion, 2.5% of GDP, a figure that could rise to $277 billion by 2017, according to the World Tourism Organization. China is on course to overtake the United States and is expected to replace France as the world’s top tourism destination by 2014.
Facing this tendency, we can’t help exploring some underlying factors that are responsible. In the very first place, with the policy of reform and opening up, Chinese people’s living standard has been greatly improved, and therefore, most of them can afford to travel around. What’s more, it is believed that people now take a more positive attitude to tourism, and regard it as a life style. In addition, tourism facilities are becoming better and better. For example, transportation develops fast, and many scenic spots are available now.
If all those tourists go home with stories of low prices, good food, excellent service, superb scenery and sights than those figures will continue to increase. But as so many countries have found out, as the mass of tourists increases so the prices rise, the quality of the food and service goes down, the scenery is full of other tourists. Thus the special attraction of a destination quickly abates and the destination quickly loses its glamor. Though there are still some problems with tourism and much needs to be done before China can easily attain this proclaimed potential.

Text B  Why People Travel?
The growth of tourism has become a contemporary phenomenon experienced by all countries in the world. International tourist arrivals alone reached as high as 736.11 million in 2005 and are forecasted to 937 million in 2010, according to WTO. But why do people like traveling so much? 

Probably the most common reason for travel is associated with our physical well-being. Actually, travel for sports is one of the fastest growing generators of travel. The motivational (动机的) force of spectator sports is, however, more complex. There is the desire to get away from routine, to identify with teams and individuals which gives people a sense of belonging, and to dream of the role one would fulfill if he were playing. In the fast-moving modern society where strain and stress have become part of an individual’s life, people tend to have a change in environment and activities in order to rest and relax.

Another important motivator is connected with culture and curiosity (好奇心) which is expressed by the desire to know about other places or countries and to search for all kinds of experiences. No one seems to doubt that travel broadens the mind. After one has traveled to a particular place, he tends to be more interested in new items or television programs about it. By learning about other cultures one can also discover his own, and thus truly enriches his mind.
The desire to visit friends or relatives is also the reason why people go out for traveling. People, by and large, are social beings, who need communication and contact with others. To cater (满足) to this need, many travel agencies specialize in certain ethnic areas and people, providing specialized tours to return and visit “the old country” where some tourists may pick up a genealogical (祖籍) line or find their roots (寻根问祖).

When people travel to a conference to increase their professional knowledge, they are concerned with their own personal development. Their self-esteem (自尊) is enhanced. People also seek esteem from others. It is said that in tourism “mass follow class”. To be the first to go to an exotic (异国情调) place, or to go where certain types of people go, offers some excitement and creates an illusion of enviable sophistication (出了风头) among one’s friends.

A combination of needs and desires has given impetus (动力) to one of the largest industries today—the travel industry. Nevertheless, people need more than motivations in order to travel. Two other elements are essential before one will seriously consider planning a trip: leisure and discretionary income.

Leisure can be defined as freedom from the necessity to labor. Two aspects of leisure were and are important in promoting tourism: the time available for leisure, and people’s attitude toward leisure. The increased time available began to be spent in the pursuit of recreation and pleasurable activities other than work. In addition, changing social conditions have introduced and established leisure time as a way of life.

Discretionary (可自由支配的) income, or disposable (可支配的) income, is mostly not needed for personal essentials such as food, clothing, health care, transportation, and so forth. Smaller family size and an increase of women in the labor market have made today’s family more affluent, which greatly promotes the tourist industry.

The improvement in transportation has facilitated travel on a large scale. The vast network of roads and air connections and the mass production of the car at a price many people can afford have led to the development of a tourist industry unmatched in history. With increasing affluence and leisure, and a relative decrease in cost of travel, the growth of the travel industry will surely continue.
