Lin Wen, 27, found a job after graduating from college, doing marketing for a company in Shanghai. Last September, when he saw a notice in the China Youth News recruiting (招募) volunteers to go to poor areas to help local people get over poverty, Lin suddenly found it was something he really wanted to do and immediately applied. Two months later, Lin became a member of the first group of volunteers in the Poverty Relief Relay Program (扶贫接力计划), and given a year’s leave by his company, went to Jingle County in Shanxi Province with 21 other volunteers. 

The program was launched by the Chinese Young Volunteers Association (协会)(CYVA) in order to recruit volunteers from all walks of life to work in poor areas and share their experience in education, medicine, science and technology. Each group of volunteers puts in one year of service.
CYVA was founded in 1994, aimed at motivating young people to provide voluntary service for the public good. As the first and largest organization of its kind in China, it has had an extensive impact on social welfare programs in China.

The Poverty Relief Relay Program was planned in June of 1996 when the CYVA investigated parts of the countryside in northern China and finally chose Jingle as the first choice for the program. 

To the great surprise of the CYVA, their recruitment received a heavy response. In the half month following the publication of the notice, the association received more than 200 letters and telephone calls, and 171 applications were processed. Twenty volunteers were to make up the first group, but in the end two more members were added.

The latest research by the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, aimed at investigating the relationships between parents and children, disclosed that nearly 60 million couples throughout the country felt they had failed as parents.

“I am not very successful in educating my child. If I could live another life, I’d rather not have any children,” a mother declared. Such frustration was common in the answers to the questionnaires. Some parents feel they lack means of educating, some find difficulty in communicating with their children, some feel totally lost at what their children should be taught —traditional Chinese morality (道德) such as honesty, modesty, self-control and caring, or the modern practice of competition.
About 58 percent of parents are worried about TV’s negative influence: children’s programs are taking up too much homework time; too many foreign cartoons are neither scientific nor interesting; too many detailed love scenes and violence; many TV plays are far removed from reality. Parents want to know how to prevent these influences.

About 20 percent of the parents complained about their children being too carefree with money. “Today’s children are spoiled. They will accept nothing but brand-name commodities (商品). When celebrating birthdays, they like to give luxurious (豪华的) parties and on festivals they expect expensive gifts,” some parents said. Many parents agree that their children know little about hardship, thrift (节俭) and public ethics (公德).

With the one-child policy, a new problem has become obvious: loneliness. Of the children who answered the questionnaire, 15 percent said they had no close friends, and 18 percent often felt lonely.

Media Selection for Advertisements

After determining the target audience for a product or service, advertising agencies must select the appropriate media for the advertisement. We discuss here the major types of media used in advertising. We focus our attention on seven types of advertising: television, newspapers, radio, magazines, out-of-home, Internet, and direct mail.

Television

Television is an attractive medium for advertising because it delivers mass audiences to advertisers. When you consider that nearly three out of four Americans have seen the game show Who Wants to Be a Millionaire? You can understand the power of television to communicate with a large audience. When advertisers create a brand, for example, they want to impress consumers with the brand and its image. Television provides an ideal vehicle for this type of communication. But television is an expensive medium, and not all advertisers can afford to use it. 
Television’s influence on advertising is fourfold. First, narrowcasting means that television channels are seen by an increasingly narrow segment of the audience. The Golf Channel, for instance, is watched by people who play golf. Home and Garden Television is seen by those interested in household improvement projects. Thus, audiences are smaller and more homogeneous (具有共同特点的) than they have been in the past. Second, there is an increase in the number of television channels available to viewers, and thus, advertisers. This has also resulted in an increase in the sheer number of advertisements to which audiences are exposed. Third, digital recording devices allow audience members more control over which commercials they watch. Fourth, control over programming is being passed from the networks to local cable operators and satellite programmers.

Newspapers

After television, the medium attracting the next largest annual ad revenue is newspapers. The New York Times, which reaches a national audience, accounts for $1 billion in ad revenue annually. It has increased its national circulation (发行量) by 40% and is now available for home delivery in 168 cities. Locally, newspapers are the largest advertising medium.

Newspapers are a less expensive advertising medium than television and provide a way for advertisers to communicate a longer, more detailed message to their audience than they can through television. Given new production techniques, advertisements can be printed in newspapers in about 48 hours, meaning newspapers are also a quick way of getting the message out. Newspapers are often the most important form of news for a local community, and they develop a high degree of loyalty from local readers.

Radio

Advertising on radio continues to grow. Radio is often used in conjunction with outdoor billboards (广告牌) and the Internet to reach even more customers than television. Advertisers are likely to use radio because it is a less expensive medium than television, which means advertisers can afford to repeat their ads often. Internet companies are also turning to radio advertising. Radio provides a way for advertisers to communicate with audience members at all times of the day. Consumers listen to radio on their way to school or work, at work, on the way home, and in the evening hours.

Two major changes—satellite and Internet radio—will force radio advertisers to adapt their methods. Both of these radio forms allow listeners to tune in stations that are more distant than the local stations they could receive in the past. As a result, radio will increasingly attract target audiences who live many miles apart.

Magazines
Newsweeklies, women’s titles, and business magazines have all seen increases in advertising because they attract the high-end market. Magazines are popular with advertisers because of the narrow market that they deliver. A broadcast medium such as network television attracts all types of audience members, but magazine audiences are more homogeneous. If you read Sports Illustrated, for example, you have much in common with the magazine’s other readers. Advertisers see magazines as an efficient way of reaching target audience members.

Advertisers using the print media—magazines and newspapers—will need to adapt to two main changes. First, the Internet will bring larger audiences to local newspapers. These audiences will be more diverse and geographically dispersed (分散) than in the past. Second, advertisers will have to understand how to use an increasing number of magazines for their target audiences. Although some magazines will maintain national audiences, a large number of magazines will entertain narrower audiences.

Out-of-home advertising

Out-of-home advertising, also called place-based advertising, has become an increasingly effective way of reaching consumers, who are more active than ever before. Many consumers today do not sit at home and watch television. Using billboards, newsstands, and bus shelters for advertising is an effective way of reaching these on-the-go consumers. More consumers travel longer distances to and from work, which also makes out-of-home advertising effective. Technology has changed the nature of the billboard business, making it a more effective medium than in the past. Using digital printing, billboard companies can print a billboard in 2 hours, compared with 6 days previously. This allows advertisers more variety in the types of messages they create because they can change their messages more quickly.

Internet

As consumers become more comfortable with online shopping, advertisers will seek to reach this market. As consumers get more of their news and information from the Internet, the ability of television and radio to get the word out to consumers will decrease. The challenge to Internet advertisers is to create ads that audience members remember.

Internet advertising will play a more prominent role in organizations’ advertising in the near future. Internet audiences tend to be quite homogeneous, but small. Advertisers will have to adjust their methods to reach these audiences and will have to adapt their persuasive strategies to the online medium as well.

Direct mail

A final advertising medium is direct mail, which uses mailings to consumers to communicate a client’s message. Direct mail includes newsletters, postcards and special promotions. Direct mail is an effective way to build relationships with consumers. For many businesses, direct mail is the most effective form of advertising.

Faces, like fingerprints, are unique. Did you ever wonder how it is possible for us to recognize people? Even a skilled writer probably could not describe all the features that make one face different from another. Yet a very young child — or even an animal, such as a pigeon — can learn to recognize faces. We all take this ability for granted.  
We also tell people apart by how they behave. When we talk about someone’s personality, we mean the ways in which he or she acts, speaks, thinks and feels that make that individual different from others. 

Like the human face, human personality is very complex. But describing someone’s personality in words is somewhat easier than describing his face. If you were asked to describe what a “nice face” looked like, you probably would have a difficult time doing so. There are many words to describe how a person thinks, feels and acts. Gordon Allports, an American psychologist, found nearly 18,000 English words characterizing differences in people’s behavior. And many of us use this information as a basis for describing, or typing, people’s personality. Bookworms, conservatives, military types — people are described with such terms. 

People have always tried to “type” each other. Actors in early Greek drama wore masks to show the audience whether they play the villain’s (坏人) or the hero’s role. Just the other day, I was in a bookshop and spotted a book entitled (题为) How to Make Friends with Foreigners. Naturally, as a foreigner who has been living in China for a year, I was curious to see what kind of advice a Chinese writer was giving on this matter.
One piece of advice really attracted my attention and, I must say, made me feel quite annoyed. In the author’s opinion, foreigners are an “opportunity” to improve your oral English; whenever you see a foreigner, you should practise speaking English to him or her. The writer goes on to say that if the foreigner doesn’t want to answer your questions, then he or she is a rude person who you wouldn’t want to spend time with anyway. I think this advice is not only incorrect, but also potentially damaging to relations between Chinese and foreigners in China.
Like most other “laowai” living in China, I know how isolated one can sometimes feel living among a culture far removed from our own familiar ways. However, most of the time this cultural isolation is something I simply accept as part of being here. I am, after all, here to learn about the people and the language of China. So far my time in China has been very rewarding. I have improved my Chinese language skills, learnt about one of the most fascinating, swiftly developing countries in the world today and made some very close Chinese friends.
Unfortunately, I have also come across many Chinese people who view me purely as an “opportunity” to improve their oral English under the guise of (在……的伪装下) making friends. I have experienced people following me home from town to my college flat and then harassing (骚扰，使烦恼) me to teach them English or practise English with them. I have had complete strangers thrusting (塞，挤) articles, manuals and speeches in my face, insisting that I help them with the English translation. All of these people have claimed that, at the time, what they chiefly wanted was to make friends with me. There was even one person at the weekly English corner that I run at college who, after asking me non-stop questions for half an hour, became very angry when I politely asked him to give other people a chance to speak. He was proud like a peacock and informed me that he was simply trying to be my friend.
Friendship for a lot of Westerners is about spending time with someone whose company you genuinely enjoy. It’s not about opportunities or personal advantage. The Chinese friends I have made while living here have been genuine friends to me; we enjoy each other’s company for its own sake. In this way, we’ve not only learnt a good deal about each other’s culture but also about each other as individuals.
I’m not suggesting that you shouldn’t approach foreigners at all. However, I do think that it’s important to question your own motives. If you truly want to make friends with someone from a different country, who could possibly object? On the other hand, if your only motive is to “use” the foreigner as a way of improving your English, then it’s quite likely that the foreigner will be able to see through you — and will definitely not want to spend time with you.
So if there’s any advice to give on making and keeping friendships with foreigners, I would say that it is this: treat foreigners as people, not opportunities. Expect to make friendships gradually, over a period of time, not instantly. And don’t ask foreigners lots and lots of different questions. At times, this approach comes across as confusing and unnatural.
Finally, I would suggest that if you really want to make friends with a foreigner, then you do so because you are genuinely interested in the person. We all know that true friendships stand the test of time. If your only reason for making friends with a foreigner is to upgrade your English, then you will probably find that you don’t have a foreign friend for long!

Fraud (欺诈) is deliberate cheating for the satisfaction of an individual or group, which requires a theft, often accompanied by hiding of the theft, and the translation of the stolen assets (资产) or resources into personal assets or resources. We are concerned here with fraud that may be detected through auditors (审计员) and managers.
When fraud is discovered within a business, the initial response is “How could that have happened?” And if audited financial statements were issued the question asked is, “Why didn’t the auditors have a clue?” These two questions raise the question of whose responsibility it is to prevent and detect fraud. The cost of fraud to businesses today is increasing, as is the level of concern among professionals.

The cost of fraud to businesses is difficult to estimate because not all fraud and abuse (滥用职权) is discovered, not all uncovered fraud is reported, and civil or criminal action is not always pursued. A conservative estimate of the cost to organizations is approximately six percent of annual revenue (总收入), or over $400 billion annually (Association of Fraud Examiners 1999). During 1995 and 1996, fraud and abuse accounted for over $9 per employee per day, assuming a 365-day year.

These are only estimates of the direct economic loss to business. However, legal, accounting, and increased insurance costs, and loss of productivity associated with hiring and firing employees are additional factors that must be considered. To quantify all these indirect costs is beyond the scope (范围) of this paper, but most experts agree that companies usually suffer similar losses and organizations are paying for them through their normal operating expenses.

The bed was about 45 years old when Mom passed it to me a few months after my father died. I decided to strip the wood and refinish it for my daughter Melanie. The headboard (床头板) was full of scratches (刮痕). Just before starting to take the paint off, I noticed that one of the scratches was a date: September 18, 1946, that day my parents were married. Then it struck me—this was the first bed they had as husband and wife! 

Right above their wedding date was another name and date: “Elizabeth, October 22, 1947.”
My mother answered the phone. “Who is Elizabeth,” I asked, “and what does October 22, 1947 mean?”
“She’s your sister.”
I knew Mom had lost a baby, but I never saw this as anything more than a misfortune for my parents. After all, they went on to have five more children.

“You gave her a name?” I asked.

“Yes, Elizabeth has been watching us from heaven for 45 years. She’s as much a part of me as any of you.”
“Mom, there are a lot of dates and names I don’t recognize on the headboard.”
“June 8, 1959?” Mom asked.

“Yes, it says ‘Sam’.”
“Sam was a black man who worked for your father at the plant. Your father was fair with everyone, treating those under him with equal respect, no matter what their race or religion. But there was a lot of racial tension at that time. There was also a union strike and a lot of trouble. 

“One night some strikers surrounded your dad before he got to his car. Sam showed up with several friends, and the crowd dispersed (散开). No one was hurt. The strike eventually ended, but your dad never forgot Sam.”
“Mom, there are other dates on the headboard. May I come over and talk to you about them?” I sensed the headboard was full of stories. I couldn’t just strip and sand them away.

Over lunch, Mom told me about January 14, 1951, the day she lost her purse at a department store. Three days later, the purse arrived in the mail. A letter from a woman named Amy said: “I took $5 from your wallet to mail the purse to you. I hope you will understand.” There was no return address, so Mom couldn’t thank her, and there was nothing missing except the $5.

Then there was George. On December 15, 1967, George shot a snake poised to strike my brother Dominick. On September 18, 1971, my parents celebrated their silver wedding anniversary (结婚25周年) and renewed their vows. 

“Who is Ralph?” I asked.

“On February 18, 1966, Ralph saved your brother’s life in Da Nang. Ralph was killed two years later on his second tour of duty.”
My brother never spoke about the Vietnam War. The memories were deeply buried. My nephew’s name is Ralph. Now I knew why.

“I almost stripped away these remarkable stories,” I said. “How could you give this headboard to me?”
“Your dad and I carved our first date on the headboard the night we married. From then on, it was a diary of our life together. When Dad died, our life together was over. But the memories never die.”
When I told my husband about the headboard, he said, “There’s room for a lot more stories.”
We moved the bed with the story-book headboard into our room. My husband and I have already carved in three dates and names: Barbara and Greg and Jackson. Someday, we’ll tell Melanie the stories from her grandparent’s lives and the stories from her parent’s lives. And someday the bed will pass on to her.

Hedge funds (对冲基金) have existed for more than fifty years. There are different kinds of funds. Still, the industry in the United States is small compared to the value of mutual funds.

Hedge funds, though, do not have to report their activities to the Securities and Exchange Commission. The S.E.C. is the government agency that supervises (监督) financial markets. But as of this year, advisers must register so the agency knows who they are.  

Funds must also have a rule officer and written rules to help protect investors. Complex investment positions mean investors may not know the value of their investments at any given time. 

Hedge fund investors must be worth at least one million dollars. But a person with at least twenty-five thousand dollars to invest can put the money into funds that invest in hedge funds. Not all of these register with the S.E.C., however.

Hedge funds can be very profitable to manage. Management costs can take from one to five percent of the total value of the fund. And advisers can receive twenty or even forty percent of the profits.
