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Reading
A. A Tour to America 
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From San Francisco we will be taking one of America’s most scenic highways, Route 101. For the first day we will follow the eastern foothills of the Coast Range into the giant redwood country, where state and national parks have saved many 300-foot-high giants from destruction. For mile after mile the road will be like a tunnel with the tall redwoods meeting far over our heads.


At Eureka, Highway 101 reaches the Pacific coast, along which we will be stopping many times for picture-taking, both here and in Oregon, where the Coast Range reaches the ocean itself. Huge cliffs, beautiful sandy beaches and rocky islands are all there for your cameras.

As we travel north between the mountain ranges we come to the valley of the Willamette River. This fertile region has good soil, plenty of rain and mild weather. The crops raised here include fruits such as peaches, pears and apples, and vegetables such as sugar beets and potatoes.


Where the Willamette flows into the Columbia River, one of the great rivers of America, we will find Oregon’s largest city, Portland, known as the “City of Roses”. Our tour there includes a visit to a famous Rose Garden, where more than 700 kinds of roses are grown. But, even though it is miles from the Pacific, Portland is also a seaport, and we can see the big freighters being loaded with wheat grown in the Northwest. 


The next day we will cross the Columbia into the state of Washington on our way to Seattle, the Northwest’s largest city, a manufacturing center and seaport on an inlet. Perhaps the weather will be clear enough for us to see an active volcano whose eruption in 1980 killed many people and caused much damage for miles around. We hope that it won’t erupt as we pass it!

There are some interesting programs we will have in Seattle too. A professor of history from the University of Washington will tell us the early days of Seattle, which was first claimed by Spain and then by England as a part of Canada. And we will be taking a harbor cruise to see its shipyards. Fish and lumber are two of its many exports. We will also be visiting one of the world’s largest airplane factories, probably the birthplace of the plane that brought you to the United States.

B. Package Tour
A package tour offers traveler prearranged transportation, accommodation, meals and other vacation preparations—all at a predetermined price. The innovator of the organized package tour was Thomas Cook, a Baptist missionary from England, who chartered a train in 1841 to carry 570 people to a temperance meeting. This first tour had a number of features that were to become standards for later package tours, including transportation, meals, entertainment, an event, and a tour escort.

A package tour is a combination of several travel components provided by different suppliers, which are sold to the consumer as a single product at a single price. The package tour typically comprises two or more of the following components: one or more forms of transportation (including flying-drive, fly-cruise, motor-coach tour, and rail tour package); accommodations; meals; attractions and events (including sightseeing entertainment, and a variety of special events); and extras.

The package tour industry is one of the fastest-growing sectors of the travel industry. Why have package tours become so popular? The main reason is that they offer a variety of practical benefits that independent travel cannot provide. Because all package tours are prepaid, the client can fairly accurately calculate the total cost of the tour in advance, and the single greatest attraction of the package tour is it’s relatively low cost. When travelers buy a package, they are also buying peace of mind. A package tour takes the anxiety out of traveling, because all arrangements have been made in advance by the tour operator. Besides, it is often easier to get into a special event as a member of a tour than as an individual since the tour operators have the experience to know which attractions are worth a special trip. On a package tour, the traveler does not have to spend time looking for accommodation, arranging transfers, or getting tickets for a show.

While the majority of tourists nowadays prefer to travel in groups with their entertainment and sightseeing included in the package, some tourists prefer personalized tours which provide the comfort of a guide to show them around scenic sights and make all the necessary arrangements for them. These more independent tourists may request tourist services through their hotel or a local travel agency. Of course, a personalized tour is more costly than a package or group tour and caters to the needs of those who can afford them.

Cruise Through the Three Gorges(三峡)

Day 1 

This morning we fly to Yichang, the starting point of our cruise on the famed Yangtze River. Yichang is also known as the “Gateway of the Three Gorges”. The world-renowned Three Gorges Dam Project is not far from here. This evening we transfer to the pier and start a three-day journey heading upstream along the world’s third longest river, stretching nearly four thousand miles from Tibet to Shanghai. Tonight we’ll pass through the locks of the enormous Gezhou Dam(葛洲坝) at Yichang.  [EAST QUEEN or EAST KING (B-L-D)] 
Day 2

Today we enter the fabled Three Gorges. For the next two days we’ll travel on rushing, twisting waters through the most spectacular stretch of river scenery in the world. The gorge’s towering cliffs are each wrapped in legend, which our cruise director will tell us as we travel in their midst. The first gorge entered is Xiling Gorge, a shallower section of shoals and rapids. The second gorge is Wu Gorge, famous for her deep zigzagging valley and forested mountains. In addition to the magnificent gorges, we’ll enjoy charming villages, lush hillsides, and historic landmarks dotting the countryside we cruise by. The last gorge is Qutang Gorge, considered the most beautiful with its gentle banks and ancient plank pathways. Apart from enjoying the Three Gorges, today we’ll also have a chance to “drift” Shennong Stream, which is comprised of Parrot Gorge and Dragon Boat Gorge with breathtaking scenery. Sailing through the gorges with lush pine and clear water, visitors can see spectacular sights like ancient plank roads, ancient cave coffins, rainbow fountain and rare animals like mandarin ducks.   [EAST QUEEN or EAST KING (B-L-D)]

Day 3

We’ll continue cruising upstream toward Chongqing today. The highlight of today’s programs will be the excursion to Shibaozhai(石宝寨), one of the Yangtze’s most spectacular sites. It consists of a huge rectangular rock standing on the riverside, backed by cliffs. On its top is a temple with a magnificent 12-story wooden pagoda built against the side of the rock wall. It is amazing that no nails were used in construction. It is over 400 years old, and has properly been named the “Pearl of the Yangtze”. The small isolated village has narrow cobblestone streets only for walk, a rarity even in rural China. Fengdu, known as the “Ghost City”, is another fantastic ancient river town worth a visit. There are 27 temples on Mingshan Hill with statues of ghosts and devils illustrating the world of traditional religion. Here we’re free to stroll through this small mountain city, and shop in its colorful local market before returning aboard ship and continuing to sail for Chongqing.

Day 4

This morning, we get off in Chongqing. On the banks of the Yangtze River, throughout World War II, Chongqing was China’s temporary wartime capital, and we’ll view at the Red Crag Museum a renowned photo collection of wartime leaders. Later, we will fly back home.  (B-L-In-flight meal)
